III. Reports of Committees 
a. Adult Social Committee 
i. Cookie Exchange will be scheduled after the holiday party (Dec 13th)
b. Clubhouse 
i. Decorations inside are done; Lighting outside clubhouse will require more volunteers and some new LED lights to replace failing 10-13 year old lights; Email will be sent to request more volunteers (at least 8 volunteers needed for bushes at the entrances and at clubhouse); budget for next year will be used to replace lights
c. Children’s Social Committee 
i. Holiday party Dec 13th 6pm (Santa pics, beverage truck, food similar to end of summer party, 2 trains; luminaries out by 5pm)
d. Welcome Committee 
i. House on PHD sold and new family has moved in; SHD is still on the market with $25k price reduction ($825k); 2 more coming soon; averaging $203/sq ft; next event will be in the spring
e. Pool Committee 
i. Repaired the fencing damage
f. Holiday Decorations 
i. Luminaries have been ordered and will be distributed the week of Dec7 with instructions; arrange teams to cover houses where people will not be available to put them out
g. Landscape Committee 
i. Two invoices for reimbursement from Windstream (~$5200 in damages)
ii. No winter flowers
iii. Only damage from accident at the entrance was to grass and two bushes; Jaime will pull the accident report (glass and groceries were all over grass)
h. Neighborhood Message Boards 
i. Doug is going to change boards for December; locks will be changed when doors are repaired in clubhouse
i. Architectural Review Committee
i. Two requests for painting house; 1 tree removal; 1 fence replacement; 1 driveway (no ARC form)
ii. Paint colors 
1. CC&Rs Section 22 - Must be on approved Wieland list or color of original construction of a house in a Wieland neighborhood within the county
2. This latter part was re-interpreted to include modified homes in other Weiland neighborhoods during previous HOA boards, but this was limited to requests for gutters, shadow boxes, or accessories to house, not entire house
3. Brookhaven voted on an updated palette of colors in 2023 (link is available online as an example)
4. We may consider having a vote on an updated palette at the annual meeting on January 25th 1pm (in person or by proxy); the covenants will need to be updated to more clearly define what is accepted and prevent varied interpretation of the rules.
